Communication, Language and Literacy

Sounds we are learning: s, a, t, p, i, n, m, d, g, o, c, k, ck, e, u, r, h, b, f/ff, l/ll, ss  (Phonics Phase 2)
High frequency words: if, but, up, had, got, mum, dad, can, not, get
Tricky words: to, the, no, go, I, into, and
During story time we will be talking about characters, events, and predicting what might happen next.

We will be writing invitations, labels, letters and shopping lists and posters.

Expressive Arts and Design

We will be learning to:
- Retell stories through role-play 
- Play imaginatively in the classroom role-play areas
- Use objects to represent different things in role-play
- Wrap presents in Santa’s workshop
- Experiment with different sounds.
- Learn new songs and actions.
- Perform in the Nativity.
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Mathematics
We will be:
- Recognising numerals 0-10
- Placing numbers 0-10 in order
- Recognising which number from 1-10 is one more or one less than a given number
- Using ordinal numbers: 1st, 2nd, 3rd 
- Exploring characteristics of everyday objects and shapes, using mathematical language to describe them (focusing on 2d shapes)
- Using every day language to talk about capacity and solve problems involving different measures

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Physical Development

We will be learning to:
- Handle tools, objects, construction and malleable materials safely and with increasing control.
- Move in different ways e.g. slithering, rolling, shuffling etc.
- Hold our pencil in the tripod grip to form letters and numbers correctly.
